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Keto Eating Tips

●Start your diet with a food diary, record everything you eat, what you
were doing at the time, and how you felt. That tells you about
yourself, your temptation, the emotional states that encourage you to
snack and may help you lose once you see how much you eat.
There are quite a few good carb counting apps to choose from, or a
simple pad and paper works just as well, but you must keep detailed
records, in order to guarantee your success.

 ● Instead of eating the forbidden piece of candy, brush your teeth. If
you're about to cheat, allow yourself a treat, but make sure it's a low
carb treat. More and more grocers are begriming to carry low carb
foods, as the low carb diet's popularity steadily increases.

 ● When hunger hits, wait 10 minutes before eating and see if it
passes.

 ● Set attainable goals. Don't say, "I want to lose 50 pounds." Say, "I
want to lose 5 pounds a month."

 ● Get enough sleep but not too much.

 ● Try to avoid sugar at all costs. Highly sweetened foods tend to make
you crave more.

 ● Drink six to eight glasses of water a day. Water itself helps cut down
on water retention because it acts as a natural diuretic. Taken before
meals, it dulls the appetite by giving you that "full feeling."

 ● Diet with a buddy. Support groups are important, and caring people
can help one another succeed. Start your own, even with just one
other person.
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 ● Substitute activity for eating. When the cravings hit, go to the "Y" or
health club if possible; or dust, or walk around the block. This is
especially helpful if you eat out of anger. A good and obvious course
of action, would be to begin a workout routine.

 ● If the pie on the counter is just too great a temptation and you don't
want to throw it away, freeze it.

 ● If you're a late-night eater, have a low carb snack, such as some
pork rinds or a few cheese curds, before bedtime to cut down on
cravings.

 ● Keep a glass of water by your bed to quiet the hunger pangs that
wake you up in the middle of the night.

 ● If you use food as a reward, establish a new reward system.

 ● Buy yourself a non- edible reward.

● Weigh yourself once a week at the same time. Your weight
 fluctuates  constantly and you can weigh more at night than you did
 in the morning, a  downer if you stuck to your diet all day.

 ● Make dining an event. Eat from your own special plate, on your own
special place mat, and borrow the Japanese art of food arranging to
make your meal, no matter how normal, look lovely. This is a trick
that helps chronic over-eaters and bingers pay attention to their food
instead of consuming it unconsciously.

 ● Don't shop when you're hungry. You'll only buy more high carb
impulse food.

 ● Avoid consuming large quantities of coffee & diet sodas, which are
so easy to overdo. And this includes alcoholic beverages.

 ● Keep plenty of crunchy foods like raw radishes, cauliflower &
broccoli on hand. They're low in carbs, and are very satisfying and
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 ● Leave something on your plate, even if you are a charter member of
the Clean The Plate Club. It's a good sign that you can stop eating
when you want to, not just when your plate is empty.

 ● Lose weight for yourself, not to please your husband, your parents
or your friends.

 ● Make the kitchen off-limits at any time other than mealtime. Always
eat at the table, never in front of the TV set or with the radio on.

 ●  Concentrate on eating every mouthful slowly and savoring each
morsel. Chew everything from 10 to 20 times and count!

 ● Never skip meals. This is perhaps the most important low carb diet
tip at all. If you skip a meal, it signals to your body that it may need
to store fat in case the next meal does not come soon.

 ● You can actually lose more weight by eating each low carb meal in
the day rather than skipping one, believe it or not.

 ● If you are just beginning the low carb diet, limit your carb intake to
  the suggested rate of 20 grams a day or less over the first two
  weeks. After only a few days of doing this, your appetite will
  decrease dramatically.

 ● Write down everything you eat - - everything - including what you
  taste when you cook. If you monitor what you eat, you can't go off
  your diet.

I think the most important tip of all is to treat Keto as a lifestyle. Along with
helping you lose weight, eating nutrient dense healthy fats will give you
more energy in your daily life. So use Keto as a springboard to get more
out of life and to stay committed to your healthier eating habits.

 10. Add toasted almonds and garnish with avocado slices.
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Sesame Beef

 ● 1 pound sirloin steak, cut into 1/8-inch strips

 ● 2 Splenda packets

 ● 3 Tablespoons cooking oil, divided

 ● 2 Tablespoons soy sauce 1/4 Teaspoon pepper

 ● 3 green onions, thinly sliced

 ● 2 garlic cloves, minced

 ● 1 Tablespoon sesame seeds

 1. Place beef in a glass bowl.

 2. Mix sugar, oil, soy sauce, seasonings and sesame seeds.

 3. Pour mixture over beef and toss to coat.

 4. Allow to marinate for 15 minutes.

 5. Stir fry marinated beef in skillet or wok over high heat.

Yields 4 servings

Total Net carbs: 2 grams per serving
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Drunken Chicken
 ● 4 boneless skinless chicken breasts OR 4 split fryer breasts -

skinned.

 ● 1 Tablespoons Butter 1/2 small onion, minced

 ● 1 clove garlic, crushed

 ● 1 Tablespoon parsley

 ● 1 Tablespoon Brown Sugar Twin

 ● 1 Tablespoon mustard 1/2 cup chicken stock 1/4 cup red wine

 ● 4 Tablespoons Gin

 1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees.

 2. In a large skillet, sauté the butter and chicken until chicken is
browned.

 3. Remove chicken and set aside.

 4. Add onion to skillet and sauté until soft.

 5. Puree remaining ingredients in a blender then add to skillet and heat
through.

 6. Place chicken in a baking dish and pour mixture on top.

 7. Bake 15 -20 minutes for boneless breasts. Bake 30-40 minutes for
bone in split breasts.

Yields 4 servings

Total Net carbs: less than 1 gram per serving
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Mexican Veal Sausages

 ● 1 1/2 pounds ground veal

 ● 2 green onions, finely chopped (1/3 cup)

 ● 2 tablespoons fresh cilantro, chopped

 ● 2 tablespoons green or red salsa

 ● 1/2 teaspoon ground cumin

 ● 1/2 teaspoon salt

 ● 1/4 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper

 ● 2 tablespoons olive oil

 ● 1/4 cup green or red salsa for garnish

 ● 1/4 cup sour cream for garnish

 ● 1 lime, cut into slices or wedges, for garnish

 1. Combine veal, onion and all spices in mixing bowl and blend
together (mash together with bare hands for best results!).

 2. Shape mixture into 4 sausage links. Heat oil in a nonstick skillet on
high heat and brown sausage 8-10 minutes, turning frequently.

Yields 4 servings

Total Net carbs: 0.5 grams per serving
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Crustless Spinach Quiche

 ● 1 cup chopped onion

 ● 1 cup sliced fresh mushrooms

 ● 1 Tbsp. vegetable oil

 ● 1 pkg (10 oz) frozen chopped spinach, thawed

 ● 2/3 cup finely chopped ham

 ● 5 eggs

 ● 3 cups Monterey Jack or Cheddar cheese, shredded

 ● 1/8 tsp. pepper

 1. Pour 1 Tbsp vegetable oil in a large skillet and sauté the onion and
mushrooms until tender.

 2. Add in the spinach and ham. Continue to cook and stir mixture until
the excess moisture evaporates.

 3. Allow to cool slightly.

 4. Beat in the eggs and then add cheese, spinach and pepper, making
sure to blend well.

 5. Spread mixture evenly into a greased 9 inch pie plate or quiche dish
and bake at 350 degrees 40-45 minutes or until a knife inserted near
the center comes out clean.

Yields about 4 servings

Total Net Carbs: 6 grams per serving
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Filet Mignon with Portobello Sauce

 ● 4 beef tenderloin steaks

 ● 1 Teaspoon olive oil ¼ Teaspoon black pepper

 ● 2 large Portobello mushrooms (halved and sliced)

 ● 8 green onions cut into

 ● 1 inch pieces

 ● 1 Tablespoon butter

 ● 1/3 cup reduced sodium beef broth 2 Tablespoons Madeira or Port
wine

 1. Mix oil with pepper and use to baste both sides of steaks.

 2. Prepare sauce in a large skillet as follows: heat butter over medium
high heat and sauté mushrooms and onions until tender. Add broth
and wine and bring to a boil.

 3. Remove from heat.

Charcoal grill method for steaks:

 1. Grill steaks uncovered over medium hot coals to desired doneness.
Turn steaks once halfway through grilling.

 2. When done, slice thin and smother with mushroom and onion sauté.

Yields 4 servings

Total Net Carbs: 3 grams per serving
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Mustard-Glazed Halibut Steak
 ● 16 ounce fresh or frozen halibut steak

 ● 1 Tablespoon butter

 ● 1 Tablespoon lemon juice ½Tablespoon Dijon mustar

 ● 1 Teaspoon fresh basil

 1. Fish should be thawed before beginning.

 2. Heat butter, basil, lemon juice and mustard in a small saucepan until
butter is melted. Brush both sides of halibut steak with mixture.

 3. Grill fish over medium hot coals on an outdoor barbecue grill for 8
-12 minutes or until fish begins to flake.

Yields 1 serving

Total Net carbs; 1 gram per serving
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Ground Beef and Cabbage Casserole

   ● ½ lb ground beef
 ● ½ cup chopped onion
 ● ½ bag cole slaw mix
 ● 1-1/2 cups tomato sauce
 ● 2 Tablespoons lemon juice

 1. Brown ground beef first and set aside.
 2. Add onion and cabbage to skillet and sauté until soft.
 3. Add ground beef back in along with tomato sauce and lemon juice.

 4. Bring mixture to a boil, then cover and simmer for 30 minutes.

Yields 3 servings

Total Net carbs: 8 grams per serving
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Dill Trout

 ● 2 pounds pan-dressed trout (or other small fish), fresh or frozen 1
1/2 Teaspoons salt

 ● 1/4 Teaspoon pepper

 ● 1/2 cup butter or margarine

 ● 2 Tablespoons dill weed

 ● 3 Tablespoons lemon juice

 1. Cut fish lengthwise and spread open to season with salt and pepper.

 2. Prepare a fry pan with melted butter and dill weed.

 3. Place fish flesh side down and fry 2-3 minutes per side.

 4. Once done, remove fish and add lemon juice to butter and dill to
create sauce for garnishing.

Yields 6 servings

Total Net carbs: 1 gram per serving
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Golden Mushroom Chicken Thighs

 ● 6 chicken thighs

 ● 1 can golden mushroom soup

 1. Remove all skin from thighs and rinse chicken under cold water.
Place thighs into a crock pot or slow cooker and pour in mushroom
soup.

 2. Cook on high for 3-4 hours until meat is tender and fall off the bone.

Yields 6 servings

Total Net carbs: 4 grams per serving
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Turkey Broccoli Casserole

 ● 2 (10 ounces) packages frozen broccoli

 ● 2 cups cooked and diced turkey

 ● 1 (10 ounce) can cream of mushroom soup

 ● 1/2 cup heavy cream

 ● 1/2 cup Cheddar cheese, grated

Preheat oven to 375. Cook broccoli according to package directions. Layer
broccoli in a baking dish and spread turkey on top. Combine soup with
cream and pour on top of turkey. Sprinkle on grated cheese. Place in oven
and bake for 30 minutes.

Yields 8 servings

Total Net carbs: 7 grams per serving
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Low Carb Deep Dish Quiche Pizza
 ● 4 ounces cream cheese

 ● Three eggs

 ● 1/4 cup parmesan cheese

 ● 1/3 cup heavy cream

 ● 1/2 teaspoon oregano

 ● 2 cups shredded Italian cheese (mozzarella, romano, parm mix - or
your choice)

 ● 1/4 teaspoon garlic powder

 ● 1/4 cup tomato sauce

 ● 1 cup shredded mozzarella

 ● 20 slices pepperoni

 1. Preheat oven to 375 degrees.

 2. In mixing bowl, beat together the eggs and cream cheese until
smooth.

 3. Stir in heavy cream, parmesan and spices.

 4. Pour 2 cups cheese into a nonstick, 13x9 inch baking pan or
equivalent.

 5. Add egg mixture on top of cheese and blend together so that cheese
is suspended in the mixture and not concentrated at the bottom of
the pan. Bake in oven approximately 30 minutes and then briefly
remove pan to add on layers of mozzarella and pepperoni.

 6. Return to oven for 10 more minutes or until dish is bubbly and
brown.

Yields 4 servings

Total Net carbs: 6 grams per
serving
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Country Herbed Meatloaf

Herb Sauce

 ● 1/4 cup olive oil

 ● 8 ounces fresh mushrooms, chopped

 ● 1 large onion, finely chopped

 ● 1 garlic clove, minced

 ● 1 (28 ounce) can crushed tomatoes

 ● 1 (6 ounce) can tomato paste

 ● 1 teaspoon salt1/8 teaspoon pepper

 ● 2 Splenda packets

 ● 1 cup water

 ● 1 bay leaf

 ● 2 tablespoons fresh basil (or 2 teaspoons dried, chopped)

Yields 8 to 10 servings

Total Net carbs: 4 grams per serving
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 1. Heat oil in skillet on high and sauté mushrooms, onions and garlic.

 2. Stir in tomatoes, tomato paste, salt, pepper and Splenda. Remove and
set aside 1-1/2 cups of sauce mixture.

 3. Add in water, bay leaf and basil. Bring to a boil, reduce heat, cover and
simmer for 45 minutes.

 4. Combine meat, eggs and pork rinds with reserved herb sauce. Press
into loaf or roasting pan and bake at 350 for 45 minutes.

 5. Remove loaf from oven, drain and spread ½ cup simmered herb sauce
over loaf and return to oven for another 15 minutes.

 6. Be sure discard bay leaf before serving.

 7. Use remaining her sauce to top off.
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Beef Goulash

 ● 2 lbs beef cubed, in 1-1/2 inch cubes

 ● 3 Tablespoons cooking oil

 ● 1 Tablespoon chili salsa

 ● 3 oz onions, chopped

 ● 1 sweet bell pepper, cubed

 ● 1 lb tomatoes, cubed

 ● 1 cup red wine watersalt, pepper

 1. Fry cubed beef in a large pot or skillet in cooking oil.

 2. Once beef browns, add chili salsa and fry for 1 minute.

 3. Add onions and cubed vegetables and continue frying for 10
minutes.

 4. Add wine as well as extra water if needed. Cover and simmer for 30
minutes.

 5. Add salt and pepper to taste.

Yields 4 servings

Total Net carbs: 5.5 grams per serving
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Beef Baked with Yogurt and Black
Pepper

 ● 6 Tablespoons vegetable oil

 ● 2 pounds beef stew meat

 ● 3 onions, minced

 ● 6 garlic cloves

 ● 1/2 Teaspoon ginger

 ● 1/2 Teaspoon cayenne

 ● 1 Tablespoon paprika

 ● 2 Teaspoons salt

 ● 1/2 Tablespoon pepper

 ● 1 1/4 cups plain yogurt, beaten lightly

Yields 4 to 6 servings

Total Net carbs: 10 grams per serving
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 1. Preheat oven to 350.

 2. Heat oil in a large stockpot over medium high heat. Add beef and
brown thoroughly.

 3. Remove beef when browed and place in a bowl to accumulate juices
(juice will be used in recipe).

 4. Add onions and garlic to pot and sauté until brown. Return browned
meat and juices to pot.

 5. Stir in ginger, cayenne, paprika, salt and pepper. Add in yogurt and
bring mixture to a simmer.

 6. Cover pot with aluminum foil and lid.

 7. Place in oven and bake 1-1/2 hours.

 8. Add water as needed before baking to ensure meat remains tender.
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Deviled Chicken Halves

 ● 1 chicken

 ● 1/4 cup butter

 ● 2 Tablespoons lemon juice

 ● 2 Tablespoons vegetable oil

 ● 1 Teaspoon mustard

 ● 1/4 Teaspoon cayenne

 ● 1/4 cup minced green onion

 ● 1 Teaspoon minced garlic

 1. Preheat broiler.

 2. Wash chicken and split down the middle into halves. Combine
butter, oil, mustard, cayenne and lemon juice in a small mixing bowl.

 3. Brush chicken with ½ mixture.

 4. Next, add onions, garlic and salt into remaining mixture.

 5. Place chicken in a broiler pan, skin side down.

 6. Broil for 20 minutes, then turn and broil other side for 10 mintues.

 7. Baste with remaining butter mixture and broil another 10 minutes
until chicken is tender.

 8. Serve with lemon wedges.

Yields 4 sevings

Total Net carbs: 2 grams per serving
